Grant activities in 2010 funded 

many CCWCD conservation  

efforts.

Highlights of our 2010 program 



2010 Progress Report 

¶ Shores Reservoir Pond C took its first water this spring; it has a capacity of 1,599 acre feet of storage. 

¶ The addition of Orchard Sublette: two additional recharge ponds were added to the Orchard Aquifer 

Banking Project, just north of the original three ponds. 

¶ Continued work on the Chatfield Reallocation project, where CCWCD could potentially gain 2,849 acre feet of 

storage in Chatfield Reservoir.

Booth Farms 01CW255 

¶ Pressed forward with the C-REP Application, which is an exchange and  

      recharge program among multiple users in the South Platte River Basin. 

¶ Telemetry Automation: Phase 1 

Weôve almost completed our first round of telemetry installation on a subset 

of two hundred test sites.  The majority of the equipment was paid for by  

the 2009 Omnibus grant, and the project will continue under the AWEP 

grant; a five year USDA program that Central was recently awarded. 

The 2010 GMS Quota 

was set at 45% 



The bulk of the Districtôs revenue is collected from the Weld 

County tax base, in the form of property taxes and specific 

ownership taxes.  Adams County is also a large contributor 

to the overall revenues for CCWCD.   

 

The District owns and operates several lined gravel pits, as 

well as numerous water rights, which it in-turn leases to the 

subdistricts as another source of revenue. 

The two largest categories of expenses that the District incurred were 

Administration and Statements of Opposition.  Administration includes 

everything from stamps and paper to insurance and utilities; everything 

needed to make the business run.

The purpose of filing statements of opposition is to protect the  

Districtôs and Subdistrictsô acquired water rights. A considerable 

amount of money was also spent on water rights applications and  

decrees.
